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1. Set your desired compressor auto inflation level by pressing up/down push buttons. You will see the desired
pressure level increase/decrease in the number above the "set" icon.

Compressor doesn't turn on 1. The fuse, located in the plug adapter, may have blown. Un-
screw the Phillips screw of the plug adapter, remove fuse and
inspect. If necessary, replace the fuse with one of the same
size and amperage.

2. Check the vehicle power outlet fuse; it should be a minimum
of 15 amps.

3. Check receptacle and plug terminals for dirt (particularly
tobacco). Use a non-conductive probe (NOT fingers or metal!)
to dislodge and remove debris.

4. Push the power plug firmly into the receptacle and twist it back
and forth.

Compressor runs but does not inflate . Be sure that the air hose connector is tightly screwed onto the
valve stem.
